EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

January 24, 2008
Teleconference

Members Present: Gary Kinsey-President; Floria Trimble-Secretary, Phyllis Hensley-President-Elect; Wayne Padover-Treasurer; Louis Wildman, Don Wise, Jo Birdsell, Tony Avina, Stephen Davis, Dave Stine.

President's Report:  President Gary Kinsey called the meeting to order at 9:30 a. m. and thanked all for joining the conference call. 
· NCPEA Conference Update: President Gary Kinsey expressed pleasure at how well the conference is moving along. Rooms are sold out at the Kona Kai and the Bay Club may be filling up soon.  He encouraged all persons planning to attend the conference to make hotel reservations as soon as possible.   Volunteers are still needed to assist with the conference.  The Call for Proposals is out and a few submissions are coming in.  Gary expressed concern about asking for funds for NCPEA and CAPEA (at the same time) in the Sponsorship Letter.  He suggested that we include in the letter that an acknowledgement of sponsorship and donations towards the NCPEA conference will be placed in the NCPEA Conference program.  Wayne Padover concurred with this suggestion and offered to assist with the sponsorship letter in the absence of a membership chair.

· CAPEA Newsletter:  A draft of the newsletter has been given to Phyllis and will be out by this weekend.  The newsletter is 7-8 pages long and contains a good deal of information that should be helpful to the membership, such as a form for membership renewal and a place for doctoral students to join the organization at a cost of $35.  Louis Wildman expressed that the issue of membership dues was confusing and needed clarifying.  Individuals who attended the CAPEA Conference (Fall 2007) and paid dues at that time or individuals who mailed in their membership dues prior to January 2008 do not need to pay dues again until October 2008.
· CAPEA Spring Conference @ Burlingame:  There was discussion around registration cost.  It was moved by Floria and seconded by Wayne that Early Registration be set at $90, Late Registration would be $100, and Onsite Registration would be set at $110.
President –Elect’s Report:  Phyllis shared that she and Deb Erickson had been working together to plan the Spring Conference program and specifically identifying a speaker for diversity.  Phyllis shared a number of persons she had researched, including the speaker that Floria had contacted and felt confident that she would be able have a reputable speaker for the conference.  It was moved by Don and seconded by Steve to accept the list of speakers presented and to leave the final details to Phyllis.

Secretary’s Report:  The minutes were sent out to the board along with other materials provided by Gary prior to the meeting.  There were minor corrections that had been sent out in a revised version of the minutes noted by Floria.  She will resend the revised minutes.  

Treasurer’s Report:  The financial statement, prepared by Treasurer Wayne 
Padover, was also included in the materials sent out by Gary.  The current balance in the checking account as of January 23, 2008 is $2,857.64; CD balance is $6,945.03.  You may refer to the financial statement for revenue and expenditure activity. 
CAPEA Journal:  Phyllis reported that the journal would be out early February.  The deadline for submissions for the next publication is scheduled for March 14, 2008.   There was some discussion around extending the deadline and it was decided that that decision would be determined by the Editor of the Journal.  Phyllis mentioned that most of the articles for the journal are submitted by out-of state authors.  She encouraged more California participation.  Steve and Phyllis will explore publication costs and report back to the board.

Social Justice and Equity/Diversity Report:  Interim Chair, Ken Magdaleno, was unable to attend the teleconference due to previous commitment.
CTC Update:  Jo Birdsell was asked what date she preferred on the CAPEA Conference agenda.  She reported that Friday afternoon would be a good time for her to have persons available to report on progress of the Biennial Report and Program Assessment.  Don Wise indicated that he would be willing to work with Jo on Program Assessment.

Webmasters Report: Richard Feldman will be taking over managing the Webmaster page.  There have been a number of upgrades and entries added, including a Registration Form for the CAPEA Conference and Call for Proposals.  It has been agreed that payment for the web managing services will be $500 paid every six months
($1000 Total).

Membership Report:  Richard Harris needed to step down as chair of this committee due to personal matters.  A couple of people have been contacted for a possible replacement, but no acceptances at this time.  Wayne requested additional names for consideration.  The following were offered:  Albert Jones, Barbara DeHart, Tony Avina, and Brad Allison.  Wayne indicated that he would follow-up with these suggestions and report back at our next meeting. 

AB430 Training:  Louis Wildman had to leave the conference call early and indicated that he would submit his report to the board at a later time. 
Past President’s Report:  Gary shared that the ACSA-CAPEA Meeting would be on February 7, 2008 @ Ontario ACSA Office from 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.
NCPEA:  Gary received information from Gary Martin that membership cost for joining the organization is $100.  Registration for the NCPEA Conference is $325 which includes your membership fees.
